I’ll be posting your grades 
in the gradebook on Blackboard so that is where you can see what your grade is in the course 
at any time.  You should get into the habit of checking Blackboard daily for pertinent 
information.   

 
Course Purpose: This course is a merger of the support course (MATH 0332) and the college-level course 

(MATH 1332) and is fully integrated.  Because these two courses are integrated, you will get 
the same grade for both MATH 0332 and MATH 1332.  If you decide to drop the course, you 
will drop both MATH 0332 and MATH 1332.  

Course Description Background topics necessary for a student to successfully complete Math 1332 will  
(MATH0332): be covered, with an emphasis on integers, percentages, graphing, fractions, exponents, 

radicals, statistics, and geometry.  This course is not applicable toward any degree. 
 
Course Description Intended for Non-STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics) majors.  
(MATH1332): Topics include introductory treatments of sets and logic, financial mathematics, probability 

and statistics with appropriate applications. Number sense, proportional reasoning, estimation, 
technology, and communication should be embedded throughout the course. Additional 
topics may be covered. 

 
Prerequisite: Math Level 6, Reading Level 7 
 
Learning Outcomes Upon successful completion of this course, the student will demonstrate mastery of the  
(MATH0332): following objectives. 

1. Add, subtract, multiply, and divide real numbers. (5.1, 5.4, CH 6) 
2. Use order of operations to evaluate expressions.  (6.2) 
3. Understand the basics of geometric concepts.  (CH 9) 



4. Apply the arithmetic of real numbers and the concepts of ratio and proportion, percent, 
variation, and measure to practical problems.  (CH 6, 7.3, Metric System Appendix) 

5. Solve linear equations and inequalities of a single variable.  (CH 7) 
6. Simplify and perform operations with radical expressions.  (6.4) 
7. Find the solution to a 2x2 system of linear equations, and apply this technique to practical 

problems.  (8.7, 8.8) 
8. Solve quadratic equations by factoring and quadratic formula.  (7.7) 
9. Graph linear equations and functions. (8.1-8.4) 

 
Learning Outcomes Upon successful completion of this course, the student will demonstrate mastery of the  
(MATH1332): following objectives. 

1. Apply the language and notation of sets.  (CH 2) 
2. Determine the validity of an argument or statement and provide mathematical evidence.  

(CH 3) 
3. Solve problems in mathematics of finance.  (CH 13) 
4. Demonstrate fundamental probability/counting techniques and apply those techniques to 

solve problems.  (CH 10, 11) 
5. Interpret and analyze various representations of data.  (12.1, 12.2) 
6. Demonstrate the ability to choose and analyze mathematical models to solve problems 

from real-world settings, including, but not limited to, personal finance, health literacy, 
and civic engagement.  (2.4, CH 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12.1, 12.2, 13, Trigonometry Appendix, 
Metric System Appendix) 

7. Be able to manipulate and solve polynomial, radical, exponential, and logarithmic 
expressions and apply these techniques to practical problems.  (CH 7, 8) 

8. Use the six trigonometric functions to solve right triangles and oblique triangles, and be 
able to apply these techniques to practical problems.  (Trigonometry Appendix) 

 
Core Objectives: The course has the following objectives. 

• Communication:  Effectively develop, interpret, and express ideas through written, oral, 
and visual communication.  

• Problem solving:  Make sense of problems, develop strategies to find solutions, and 
persevere in solving them. 

• Reasoning:  Reason, model, and make decisions with mathematical, statistical, and 
quantitative information. 

• Evaluation:  Critique and evaluate quantitative arguments that utilize mathematical, 
statistical, and quantitative information. 

• Technology:  Use appropriate technology in a given context.

Homework Homework will be assigned regularly and each assignment must be submitted at the 
& Class Work:  beginning of class on the day that it is due.  Late homework will not be accepted.  Classwork 

will be given and graded as well.  *There will be opportunities to earn bonus points on exams 
for homework diligence.    



Quizzes: Quizzes will be given at the beginning of the class period on Thursdays. No quizzes will be 
given during an exam week. Thus, there will be no quiz on the following Thursdays: 
September 12, September 26, October 10, October 31, November 14, and November 28 
(Thanksgiving Break). No make up quizzes will be given.   

   
Exams:  There will be six unit exams given during the semester and a comprehensive, departmental 

final exam given at the end of the semester.  There are no exemptions for the final exam.  If 
you are going to miss a unit exam, contact your instructor immediately, preferably prior to the 
exam.  Makeup exams are given only under extremely rare and documented circumstances.  
Once you begin an exam, you cannot leave the room until the exam is submitted for grading.
