Course Description: Intended for Non STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and
Mathematics) majors. Topics include introductory treatments of sets and logic, financial
mathematics, probability and statistics with appropriate applications. Number sense,
proportional reasoning, estimation, technology, and communication should be embedded
throughout the course. Additional topics may be covered.

Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIA, TSIl-exempt status, or a successful
completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 0337.

Course Evaluation: There will be a departmental final exam given by all instructors.
